4. Objectives, syllabus CONTENT and intended LEARNING outcomes 

	4.1. Course objectives (including form of classes)
C1.Familiarizing students with the achievements of American culture and social change in America, mainly after 1945
C2.Developing in students the ability to analyze and interpret cultural events in the USA in relation to historical events and the political and economic situation.
C3.Fostering a creative attitude in students, directed towards academic development – searching for available materials and gaining knowledge of American culture


	4.2. Detailed syllabus (including form of classes)
Lectures

1. 1950s: classical, avant-garde and popular music, influence of rock'n'roll , rhythm-and-blues, rockabilly (e.g. Elvis Presley); mass and youth culture; development of commercial television, painting - abstract expressionism; 1950s film (e.g. Billy Wilder comedies, gangster film, Alfred Hitchcock psychological thrillers, westerns, so-called small film).

2. 1960s United States: social ferment and its impact on US culture (Civil Rights Movement, Red Power Movement and Russell Means).

3. Culture, fine arts 1970-2000 - pop art (e.g. Andy Warhol), minimal art, conceptualism, graffiti; music (rock and roll, country, jazz, blues, grunge, rap); cinema (e.g. the American musical, classic and new genres and genres, the issue of ethnic minorities in American cinema, independent cinema); television; modern architecture.

4. Sport - historical background, Puritan heritage, major sports in the USA (e.g. baseball and American football and their cultural impact), fans, situation of European football within the United States.

5. Religion in the United States - major Christian and non-Christian denominations, traditional and non-traditional denominations (Amish, Mormons, Scientology, Church of Pastafarians, etc.), historical background (e.g. Cold War with atheistic communist bloc) and current situation, question of religiosity of Americans, religion vs. politics, televangelism (Billy Graham, Fulton Sheen), mega-churches (Joel Osteen).

6. North American Indians - culture of selected peoples, The Ghost Dance, American Native Church, famous actors and cultural creators of Native origin (Russel Means, Dennis Banks, Wes Studi etc.) Culture of National Parks (Yellowstone, Glacier).

7. American cultural hero - profiles of famous figures from the world of film, music, literature, sport (e.g. Johnny Cash).

8. American comics and the superhero - from pulp press to Aquaman.
